On 26 June 2013 the final agreement on the Market Abuse Regulation was reached in trilogue discussions, which was validated on 5 July 2013 (Press release on the agreement, final text). This regulation, together with a proposed directive on criminal sanctions, is aimed at enhancing market integrity and the protection of investors through tackling insider dealing and market manipulation on securities markets, and is amending and replacing an existing directive on market abuse (2003/6/EC). 

It will enter into force in 2 years time from the entry into force of the regulation (20 days after the publication in the Official Journal (which should take place by the end of this year). Some articles, where within two years EC and ESMA are to produce technical standards, are entering into force immediately after the entry into force of the regulation.
